--What color combinations are used in the piece? How diverse is the color palette? What feeling do the colors convey in the piece you choose? 

--What is the overall feeling that the piece conveys? Why do you say this outside of what you’ve said above?

--What other elements (besides color and line) contributed to the overall feeling that you got from the piece?
